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Erev Pesach on Shabbat 5785
Kehillat Yedidya

We are approaching Pesach, with the prayer and hope that it will be a true celebration of freedom with all the hostages back home
with their families, safety for our soldiers, healing of body and soul to all the wounded and a return to home for all.

This year the Seder takes place on Saturday night which (like its twin - Purim Meshulash) entails a series of unique Aalachot. We will
attempt to present the salachotin a straightforward, clear manner without getting bogged down in detailed discussion. If you’re
interested, you can search the internet or read Rav Yosef Zvi Rimon’s book (Hebrew) “Erev Pesach which falls on Shabbat” which
serves as the basis of much of what is written here.

Wishing everyone a happy and Kosher Pesach, that will bring good news and redemption! The Halacha and Minhag Committee

1. Fast of the Firstborn — This year the fast will be on Thursday, April 10 (12 Nissan). Yedidya will host a siyum following
Shacharit for those interested in participating (Shacharit starts at 6: 15).

2. Search for Hametz— We conduct the search on Thursday night (eve of the 13® of Nisan), after 7: 29 pm, with the regular bracha
and the “Kol Hamira” recitation as in every year. If one forgets to search on Thursday night one may search with a bracha
throughout the day on Friday.

3. Burning the Hametz— in two stages:

a) Destroying 7 burning hametz— We burn the hametz at the regular time on Friday morning, before 11: 19. Even though this year it is
permitted to continue eating Aametz until Shabbat morning, we keep to the traditional times so as not to be different from other
years. Since we will still eat sametz on Shabbat for ‘hamotzr we do not recite “ko/ hamira” until Shabbat morning. It is
recommended to keep only a small amount of sametz for hamotzi on Shabbat (or egg matza, see below), in a clearly defined place.

b) On Shabbat morning one must end eating Aametzby 10: 00 and remove and nullify all ~ametzby 11:19. On Shabbat morning in
place of burning hametz one can throw it to the wind or flush it down the toilet. At this point one should say the “ko/ hamira”.

4. Candle Lighting on Friday Evening — One should light a ner neshama on Friday that will last through the conclusion of Shabbat
so that one can light from it the Hag candles on Saturday night.

5. Food on Shabbat — While technically one would be permitted to eat hametz on Shabbat (until 10: 00) other than rolls for Hamotzi
it is not recommended so that one does not have issues of leftovers or dishwashing once you have a kosher for Pesach kitchen.

It is permitted to eat kitniyot at the Friday night and Shabbat (early) morning meal, but most authorities agree that they should not be
eaten at Seudah Shiishit. If one prepared kitniyotin a Pesach pot for this Shabbat, the pot should be left to stand 24 hours before
using it again over Pesach.

6. How do we make Motzi at Shabbat meals?

We do not eat regular matza on this Shabbat as there is a rabbinic injunction not to eat matza on the day before the seder. (One could
be lenient for the Friday night meal though that is not customary since many people do not eat matza starting from Rosh Hodesh, but
it would certainly not be allowed for Shabbat morning.)

There are two main solutions:

a) Egg Matza — according to Ashkenazi tradition we do not eat egg matza during Pesach... but it is not yet Pesach! According to
Ashkenazi tradition one may continue eating egg matza until 10: 00 on Shabbat morning.

And so, at both the Friday night meal and Shabbat morning one could make samotzi on egg matza. Since the Ashkenazi tradition has
a concern with egg matza as a limited type of hametz, one should make sure to finish eating it by 10: 00 and should put it away
afterwards until the end of Pesach. One may continue eating all other foods after this time.

b) Hametz - rolls or pita. One should be careful not to create crumbs. One could make Aamotzi in a garden or eat over disposable
plates and immediately collect these before bringing the rest of the meal to the table. At the Shabbat meal with Aametz one must take
out this garbage (so that the Aametzis no longer in your possession after the time of annulment). One must end eating hametz by

10: 00 and may continue with other parts of the meal after this. (There are various doubts regarding Pesach “rolls” from matza meal
for this Shabbat and it is better not to use these for hamotzi at the Shabbat meals.)

7. Tefillot on Shabbat — So that everyone can have a chance to make Aamotzi prior to the time for the end of eating these, minyan
times will be moved earlier. The early minyan will be at 6: 15 and the regular minyan will begin at 8: 15. We will break before Torah
Reading for Kiddush, including HaMotzi on pitot outside (to be done by 10: 00) and then continue for Torah Reading, Dvar Torah
and Mussaf.

8. Seudah Shlishit— Since according to Ashkenazi tradition we do not eat egg matza from 10: 00, we eat Seudah Shlishit of fish /
meat/ vegetables/ fruits. Such a meal can be held in the early afternoon (without washing...). One is permitted to eat things made of
matzo meal like kneidlach, but not matza meal rolls.

9. Preparing for Hag on Shabbat — We do no preparations on Shabbat for the sake of the Seder, unless we have an immediate and
direct benefit on Shabbat from this action. All preparations for Seder should be done on Friday, or after the stars are out on Saturday
night at 7: 31 pm (but one cannot light candles or do melacha until 7:44 pm). It is permissible to take out food from the freezer to
defrost on Shabbat afternoon.

10. Saying ‘ Baruch HaMavdil — Only after Shabbat has ended at 7:44 pm we say ‘ baruch hamavdil bein kodesh I’kodesh’ and can
light candles (from the candle we lit on Friday) and do me/acha that is allowed on Yom Tov.

11. Yakn’haz — At Kiddush of the seder we also recite the special Havdalah in the order known as yakn’haz: wine, kiddush, fire,
havdala, time; as it appears in the Haggadah.
